From Head to Toe

AIMS

1. Corpus All Around Us (pg 2 & 9-10) - this activity has students trace their body as a homework assignment.  This will be used throughout our study of human body systems. Also have students use "The Golden Proportion" to calculate their height based on their thigh bone.
2. Dem Bones (pg 3-5 & 11-20) - Students will look at worksheets of all of the bones in the human body and then sketch them on the drawing of their body created in Corpus All Around us.  Students will also us metric measurements to measure the length of all of their bones.
3. "Ya Gotta' Have Heart! (pg 7 & 24-26) - Students will understand how strong the heart is by squeezing a tennis ball and then make a model of the heart with clay.  Students may also create a homemade stethoscope.
4. Students will create a life size model of their heart to add to their human body (pg 24).
5. Take a Breather (pg 13 & 44-48) - Students will measure personal lung capacity while using simple math formulas.

6. Students will create a life size model of the lungs to add to their human body (pg. 48)
